	For a review, it is estimated 20 printed pages or less and 10 printed pages or less for an original article. The text should be estimated 750 words for one page without figures or tables. Figures and Tables should be estimated at the real printed sizes.

	
	There are Running title, Corresponding author’s name and the complete address (when available, e-mail address), Abstract, and Keywords on the title page.

	
	Headings are in the following style.

Sections: bold face headings, the text should start on a new line after the section heading. 
Subsections: bold face headings, the text should continue on the same line after headings
Sub-subsections: italic fonts, the text should continue on the same line after headings

	
	Equations are numbered sequentially with Arabic numerals within parentheses (e.g. [1], [2]) on the right-hand side.

	
	References are cited in the text in the order of citations in Arabic numerals in superscript, each followed by a closing parenthesis and a comma between the citation numbers. Consecutive references can be connected by a hyphen. (e.g. 1)-3), 5))

	
	In principle, only one reference should be listed under a single reference number. 

	
	The article titles, and both the first and the last page numbers are given.

	
	In principle, all authors are listed in the order as they appear in the original article. See the Instruction to Authors for exceptions. 

	
	In principle, the Uniform Resources Locators (URL, “web address”) should not be listed in the Reference List

	
	References are used in the correct style. For example, journals are written in the following style.
  1) Yamakawa, T. (2005) Studies on erythrocyte glycolipids. Proc. Jpn. Acad., Ser. B 81, 52-63. 

	
	Figures are saved with a resolution at 300 dpi or higher.

	
	Desired printed size (cm) of the each figure is indicated.

	
	Numbers, letters and symbols for each figure are large enough so that they will be legible after reduction. 

	
	Each figure is indicated to be printed either in color or in black and white. Color figures are printed free of charge only when they are set within one printed page of the journal. Additional color pages can be printed at the expense of the author.

	
	Narrow hatched patterns cannot be used in figures.

	
	The table captions are placed at the top of the table. 

	
	Vertical lines aren’t used and horizontal lines should be minimized at tables.
